« Lack of details with regard to the evaluation criteria

« Not clearly demonstrated experience or expertise in the field of the project

« Unclear or missing own contribution to the project

« Aims, research questions or hypotheses unclear or not well defined

 Lack of coherence, lack of focus

« Missing references to sources, archives, literature or competitors

« Theoretical framework is not clear or not sufficiently developed

* Not enough details about the experimental approaches

« Unclear, outdated, inappropriate, or insufficiently developed methods (inc. data collection)
« Overambitious, too much to do, feasibility not clearly given

* No backup plan

Often cited reasons for rejection (examples)

« Lack of details with regard to the evaluation criteria

« Not clearly demonstrated experience or expertise in the field of the project

« Unclear or missing own contribution to the project

« Aims, research questions or hypotheses unclear or not well defined

 Lack of coherence, lack of focus

« Missing references to sources, archives, literature or competitors

« Theoretical framework is not clear or not sufficiently developed

* Not enough details about the experimental approaches

« Unclear, outdated or inappropriate, or insufficiently developed methods (inc. data collection)
« Overambitious, too much to do, feasibility not clearly given

* No backup plan
