General remarks

— Every scheme has specific guidelines/instructions

— Prescribed number of pages, number of characters, font size and line spacing: the length and format
of the research plan must be respected

— Research plan should be understandable for experts (within area of research) as well as for people in

the wider discipline

— In general: Get to the point!
